Currently, the service sector plays a special role in the process  

of building an efficient, non-resource-intensive, innovative economy, 

since it, in comparison with the production of goods, has a low material 

consumption, quick payback and high profitability. 
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According to preliminary data, the volume of market services provided 

in January-August 2021 reached 174 812.2 billion soums, and the 

nominal volume increased by 40 858.4 billion soums. 

In comparable terms, compared to January-August 2020, the growth 

rate was 120.3%.

The service sector is a consolidated generalizing 

category that includes the reproduction of various types  

of services provided by enterprises, organizations,  

and individuals. 
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If we compare it with January 2021, the volume of market services 

provided in August (discrete month) of the same year increased by 3.7 

trillion soums and reached 24.2 trillion soums.  

For comparison: for the same period in 2020, the volume increased 

by 1.0 trillion soums and was equal to 18.9 trillion soums.  

Compared to July 2021, the volume of services in August (discrete 

month) 2021 increased by 1.2 trillion soums. 

For comparison: the volume of services in August 2020, 

compared to July 2020, increased by 2.6 trillion soums.

In the structure of provided market services by type of economic 

activity, the largest share is occupied by trade services. In January-August 

2021, their share was 25.3%. 

At the same time, high rates were noted for transport (24.1%), financial  

  services (21.9%), as well as for communication and informatization  

          services (6.0%).  
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For comparison: in January-August 2020, trade services in the total 

volume amounted to 26.2%. During this period, the share of computer 

repair services was also minimal - 1.5%.  

 

A slight increase in volumes was noted in the provision of computer 

repair services, whose share reached only 1.7%. 

In January-August 2021, high growth was achieved in education (47.8 

%), healthcare (33.4%), rent and rental services (31.9%) related to real 

estate (27.9%), financial services (26.9%), computer repair (26.9%), 

individual services (21.2%), as well as communication and information 

services (20.5%). 

This, in particular, is due to the restoration of the activities  

of enterprises and organizations, as well as the weakening of restrictions 

imposed in order to prevent the spread of coronavirus infection  

(COVID-19). 

 A slight increase in the volume of market services provided was   

                  recorded for other services (by 10.7%). 

With the development of society, as well as  

the growth of productive forces, a certain development 

of the service sector takes place. There is an increase 

in employment in this area, an increase in the technical 

equipment of labor, the introduction of more and more 

advanced technologies.

 A sharp decrease in volumes was observed in the sphere of  

                 accommodation and food services - by 20.7%. 
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In January-August 2021, the share of transport services in the total 

volume of market services provided remains predominant - 24.1%.

In January - August 2021, the volume of market services provided  

by road transport was equal to 22 109.6 billion soums. 

Compared to January-August 2020, the growth of these services  

         increased by 16.5%. 
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The largest share falls on the city of Tashkent (16.8%), Tashkent 

(12.8%), Samarkand (11.2%), Fergana (9.6%), Andijan (8.2%), Bukhara 

(7.7%) and Kashkadarya (7.7%) regions. 

Syrdarya region has the smallest share of services provided by road 

transport. It was 1.8%. 

Growth rates of road transport services,% 

(for January-August 2021) 

In January-August 2021, high growth in road transport services was 

achieved in Fergana (26.0%), Bukhara (21.4%) and Surkhandarya (21.1%) 

regions, as well as in the Republic of Karakalpakstan (24.2% ). 

A relatively insignificant increase in the volume of these services was  

      recorded in the city of Tashkent (111.7%). 
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In January-August 2021, the share of trade services in the total 

volume of market services provided amounted to 25.3%, which 

corresponds to 44 251.0 billion soums. 

For comparison: in January-August 2020, their volume was equal  

to 35 117.1 billion soums, or 26.2% of the total volume of services.

Trade ς is a sector of the economy that ensures  

the circulation of goods, their movement from the sphere 

of production to the sphere of consumption. Within a 

particular country, trade fulfills a socially necessary 

function - bringing goods to the consumer. It is subdivided 

into wholesale and retail trade. 
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Over the past period of 2021, the share of retail trade amounted  

to almost three quarters of the total volume of trade services, or, more 

precisely, 66.8%. 

For comparison: in January-August 2020, the share of retail trade 

reached 68.1%.
