 In general, 20 093 small 

enterprises and microfirms took 

part in the survey, of which 5 776 

(28.8%) subjects rated the 

economic situation as favorable, 

1 3029 (64.8%) - as satisfactory,  

1 288 (6.4%) - as unsatisfactory.
