According to the results of January-July 2021, the export of textile products
was carried out in the amount of 1 610.0 million US dollars, which amounted to
19.8% of the total export volume and, compared to January-July 2020,

it increased by 59.7 %.

Cotton yarn (56.1%), as well as finished knitwear and garments (23.1%),
account for the main share in the structure of export of textile products.
