
 

 

 

 

 

 
 

According to preliminary data, the total volume of products (services) of agriculture, 

forestry and fisheries in January-September 2019 amounted to 156,667.1 billion soums, or 

102,4% to the corresponding period of 2018, including in crop production and livestock, 

hunting and provision of services in these areas -151,878. 8 billion soums (102,3%), forestry 

ï 4,053.

96.9% of the total output (services) of agriculture, forestry and fisheries accounted for 

crop production and livestock, hunting and services provided in these areas, 2.6% - forestry, 

0.5% - fisheries. 
 

The volume of products (services) of agriculture,  

forestry and fisheries by region 

 

 

In January-September 2019, in the regional term, significant volumes of products 

(services) of agriculture, forestry and fisheries were recorded in Samarkand (21 307 billion 

soums) and Andijan (16 703 billion soums) regions, while in the Republic of Karakalpakstan 

(4 838 billion soums), Syrdarya (5 310 billion soums) and Navoi (7 014 billion soums) 

regions showed low volumes. 

The highest growth rates were observed in the Ferghana region (104.0%), the Republic 

of Karakalpakstan (103.5%), Surkhandarya (103.4%) and Kashkadarya (103.3%) regions.  

On the contrary, in Bukhara (100.2%), Syrdarya (100.3%), Samarkand (100.6%) regions there 

were low rates. 
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The share of the Samarkand region in the total volume of products (services) of the 

republic's agriculture, forestry and fisheries amounted to 13.6% and it is the leader among the 

regions. Andijan and Tashkent regions occupy subsequent places with indicators of 10.7% 

and 9.9%, respectively. The lowest share was noted in the Republic of Karakalpakstan 

(3.1%), Syrdarya (3.4%) and Navoi (4.5%) regions. 

Agricultural products  

The growth in agricultural production in January-September 2019 amounted  

to 150 839.5 billion soums, or 102.4% compared to the corresponding period of 2018, 

including crop production reached 76 165.9 billion soums (102.4% ), livestock products  

ï 74 673.6 billion soums (102.5%). 
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Distribution of agricultural production by region 
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Analysis by category of farms showed that 73.7% of the total agricultural output fell 

on dekhkan (personal subsidiary) farms, 23.8% - on farms, 2.5% - on organizations engaged 

in agricultural activities. 

In the analysis of the distribution of shares of gross agricultural output by farm 

categories by territory, it was noted that the highest rates in all regions were in dekhkan 

(personal subsidiary) farms.  

According to the results of January-September 2019, a significant share of farms in the 

total gross agricultural output was noted in the Samarkand region (31.7%), dekhkan (personal 

subsidiary) farms in the Navoi region (82.8%), and the share of organizations engaged in 

agricultural activities recorded in the Tashkent region (9.2%). 

A low share of farms in the total gross agricultural output was noted in the Navoi 

region (14.2%), dekhkan (personal subsidiary) farms in the Samarkand region (66.1%), and 

the share of organizations engaged in agricultural activity belongs to the Khorezm region 

(0.8%). 
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Distribution of agricultural production by farm categories in terms of regions

billion soums, or 102.4% of the corresponding 

period in 2018. The share of crop production  

in the total agricultural production amounted

In January-September 2019, all categories of farms produced 6 444.1 thousand tons of 

grain (an increase of 9.6% compared to January-September 2018). In the course of the 

analysis of grain indicators by categories of farms, it should be noted that 85.5% of their total 

production fell on the share of farms. 
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
