IN THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN

According to preliminary data, the resident population of the Republic
of Uzbekistan as of July 1, 2021 amounted to 34 860.2 thousand people and, since
the beginning of the year, has increased by 301.3 thousand people, or 0.9%.

In particular, the urban population reached 17 664.8 thousand people (50.7%
of the total population), the rural population - 17 195.4 thousand people (49.3%).

Resident population T population permanently residing at the time of the census in

a given locality or in a given territory, including those temporarily absent.

Urban population i population living in urban areas, i.e. These are settlements defined
by regulatory acts as cities or urban settlements.

Rural population i population other than those living in cities and urban settlements,

i.e. living in rural areas (villages etc.).

Population estimate i an approximate determination of the number of residents in
the country or its part, which is made on the basis of the number of births and arrivals added
to the population at the beginning of the reporting year and the number of deaths and departures
during the reporting period is deducted.

Birth rate T a process that is determined by the frequency and characteristics of childbirth
in a given population.

Fertility rate per 1000 populationi the ratio of the number of births (live) during
the reporting year to the average annual number of people present, multiplied by 1000.

Mortality rate per 1000 population i the ratio of the number of deaths during the reporting
year to the average annual number of people present, multiplied by 1000.

Infant mortality T mortality of children in the first year of life.

Infant mortality rate (deceasedchildren under 1 year) per 1000 births- calculated

as follows:

Marriage T a form of relationship between a man and a woman, defining their rights
and obligations in relation to each other and children. Legal relations between husband and
wife are established as a result of the registration of marriage in the registry office.

Marriage rate per 1000 populationi the ratio of the number of marriages during

the reporting year to the average annual number of cash population multiplied by 1000.

Divorce - the final legal termination of marriage during the life of the spouses, which
gives the parties the right to remarry, the marriage is considered divorced after the registration

of the divorce in the registry office and the courts.

Divorce rate per 1000 populationi the ratio of the number of divorces during

the reporting year to the average annual number of people present, multiplied by 1000.

Number of arrivals i absolute number of arrivals, i.e. persons who have entered
the relevant territory from outside its borders. It is determined as a result of the development
of coupons for statistical registration of arrivals compiled by the internal affairs bodies when

registering the population at the place of residence.

Number of departures - absolute number of dropouts, i.e. persons who have left the
relevant territory beyond its borders. It is determined as a result of the development
of coupons for the statistical registration of departures compiled by the internal affairs bodies

upon discharge of the population at the place of residence.

Migration growth (balance) ¢ the absolute value of the difference between the number

of arrivals and the number of departures for the reporting period.
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
