












Explanation of statistic indicators
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Socio-economic situation 
of the Republic of Uzbekistan

Industry

The volume of industrial production includes the cost of finished products produced 
by the enterprise, semi-finished products intended for sale to the outside, to its 
non-industrial divisions and capital construction; work on the manufacture of products with 
a long cycle, the production of which was not completed in the reporting period; works 
(services) of an industrial nature;

Index of change in industrial production - a relative indicator characterizing 
the change in the physical volume of manufactured products (works, services) 
in the periods being compared;

Consumer goods - industrial products used mainly for personal consumption or 
for other non-profit purposes; the volume of production of consumer goods is calculated 
in actual prices (excluding VAT and excise duty);

The volume of industrial production in physical terms includes products sold or 
intended for distribution to other enterprises, as well as those spent on the industrial and 
production needs of the enterprise, i.е. gross output;

The grouping of industries according to the degree of technological development was 
developed on the basis of the Eurostat Classification of Technological Activities;

The level of localization - determines the share of use in the production of local 
material, labor and intellectual resources; when calculating the level of localization, costs, 
tax payments and other deductions that are not directly related to the production process are 
not taken into account;

The volume of products sold is given in sales prices (excluding VAT and excise tax);
The cost of products sold for export in the national currency is filled in taking into 

account the recalculation at the rate of the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan;
The mining industry is a set of industries engaged in the exploration and extraction 

of minerals, as well as their primary processing and the production of semi-finished 
products.

Manufacturing industry - this section includes the physical or chemical processing 
of materials, substances or components to produce new products, although the data cannot 
be used as the only universal criterion for a particular type of production.

Electricity supply, gas supply, steam supply and air conditioning include activities 
related to the supply of electricity, natural gas, steam, hot water supply through permanent 
networks - cables, pipes and water pipes.

Water supply, sewerage, waste collection and disposal include the treatment 
(collection, processing and destruction) of various types of waste, solid and liquid, 
industrial and domestic, as well as contaminated.
